Subject: Updated Attendance and Punctuality Procedures — AY 2025-2026

Dear Parents and Guardians,
| trust that you are all keeping well.

| am reaching out to inform you that the Periodic 2
assessments for Grades 6 through 11, which were
originally scheduled to take place during Week 9 (from
May 18 to May 22, 2026), have been canceled. Instead,
we will be implementing qualitative short in-class
assessments. During these assessments, teachers will
focus on evaluating students' understanding of the
material that has been taught, ensuring a more
personalized and direct approach to gauge learning
outcomes.

Students expressed concerns regarding the demands of
multiple tests and projects across all subjects to the
Principal and the Senior Leadership Team. They shared
that, due to the stress caused by the unprecedented
circumstances and distance learning, they require greater
opportunities to engage with the content and to practice,
assimilate, apply, and synthesize their learning more
effectively.

In response to these concerns, and in support of students’
academic and emotional well-being, the Principal, Senior
Leadership Team, Examination Officer, and teachers have
developed measurable Checking for Understanding (CFU)
short quizzes.

These short in-class quizzes will be specifically identified
and broken down to 20% of the students’ grades and will
be calculated to cover the 20% of Periodic 2. This will
provide opportunities for students to self-assess while
also helping teachers measure qualitative learning
moments during classroom engagement and activities.

The Checking for Understanding (CFU) short quizzes are
intended to build student capacity while ensuring
rigorous instructional practices and preparation
throughout the remainder of the school term and before
the final examinations.
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The final end-of-term examination timetable for the
Grades 6—11 students will be shared shortly.

We would like to take this opportunity to inform parents
that, along with the examination timetable, we will be
providing an early release schedule. This schedule is
designed to facilitate effective study for all core subjects,
allowing students ample time to prepare thoroughly.

We understand the importance of supporting our students
during this crucial period, and we will share additional
details regarding both the timetable and the early release
schedule shortly.

We trust that parents will appreciate these decisions and
the continued support being provided to all students in
Grades 6-11. We also encourage parents to continue

supporting and motivating their children to strive for

excellence and achieve their full academic potential.
