- Using toys, wireless devices, audio
devices, or other non-school items on
campus

- Breaking school,

- Beingin an area where students are
not allowed to be (including elevators
without a pass)

- Eating or sleeping during class time
or assembly without permission

- Causing disruption in class (e.g.,
talking, noise, interfering with
learning)

Using, promoting, possessing, or
distributing tobacco or tobacco-

e Verbal, physical, emotional, or
cyberbullying

e Includes defaming others on
social media
- Fabrication or falsification of
documents

- Impersonation (pretending to be
another person, signing for others,
etc.)

- Academic dishonesty, including:

¢ Cheating in exams or quizzes

e Plagiarism

e Submitting work that is not the
student’s own

- Leaving the school premises without
permission

- Seizing, destroying, or vandalizing
school property (moderate or serious
damage)

- Activating or setting off fire alarms or
fire extinguishers

- Vandalizing the school bus or causing
damage to bus furnishings

- Using social media or digital

devices for illegal, immoral, or

harmful  purposes, including

content that discredits the school

or members of the school

community

Possessing, using, or distributing

weapons or dangerous objects

(e.g., blades, sharp items, tools

used as weapons)

Committing sexual assault or

engaging in sexual harassment,

inside school, on the bus, or during

any school-related activity

- Assaulting others inside school, on
the bus, or during activities offsite
and causing injury

- Premeditated theft or
participating in organized theft or

cover-up

- Capturing, possessing, viewing, or
distributing  unlawful media
content, such as:

¢ Pornography

* Extremist or terrorist material
¢ Any material illegal in the UAE

Leaking exam questions or
engaging in related cheating

Insulting political, religious, or
social leaders of the UAE
Using, promoting, possessing, or

distributing alcohol, narcotics,
drugs, or psychotropic
substances, including during

school activities or on the school
bus

Promoting or spreading culturally
inappropriate ideas/beliefs that
contradict UAE laws and cultural
values with malicious intent
Hacking, breaching, or performing
illegal/intrusive  activities on
school IT systems (e.g.,
unauthorized software
installation, accessing restricted

systems)
Trespassing on school premises
after school hours without

authorization

Persistent bullying, harassment,
intimidation, or abuse, especially
where previous interventions
failed

Repetition of Level 3 offenses after
all disciplinary steps

Any extremely serious
misconduct that threatens
safety, wellbeing, national values,
or public morals, as determined
by the Behavioral Management
Committee

Verbal warning

Teacher intervenes (and
reinforces positive behavior
conduct). Verbally motivate,
warn, remind (time-out).

Written warning

Record on Orison

Notify the parents in writing
about the student’s misconduct.

Notify the parents in writing
and hold a meeting(s).

The parent is required to sign
an undertaking to support
school interventions/ agreed
strategies.

Written warning
Notify the parent in
writing and summon
the parent together
with the Behavioral
Management
Committee to agree
on how to
implement a set of
strategies aiming at
reducing negative
behavior.

Level Two Offences

Written warning

Instruct the student to sign an
undertaking not to repeat the
offense.

Summon the parents, who are
required to sign an agreement to
support their child in reforming
their behavior.

Onsite suspension

Temporarily suspend the student
up to 2 days and assign the
student supervised study
assignments inside the school
with a notification to the parent.
Notify both the student and the
parent of a second written
warning.

Notify the Behavioral
Management Committee to
agree to a set of strategies for

reforming the student’s behavior.

The parents are required to sign
an undertaking to support the
agreed strategy.

Onsite Suspension
Temporarily suspend the
student up to 3 days and
assign the student supervised
study assignments inside the
school.

Issue a final warning in writing
to the student and the parent.

Notify the Behavioral
Management Committee to
agree to a final set of actions
for reforming the student’s
behavior.

The parents are required to

sign an undertaking to support

the agreed strategy.

Expulsion

Immediately suspend the
student offsite until the end
of the investigation, with a
notification to the parent.
The Behavioral Management
Committee shall evaluate
the evidence and agree on a
set of final disciplinary
actions which may include
expulsion.

After following the prior
steps, if the student
continues to repeat the
offense, the school is
permitted to apply to ADEK
to expel the student. In
making an application to
ADEK, the school shall
include evidence that all the
prior stages have been
followed, including proof of
having provided sufficient
support and counseling as
per their behavior strategy.

The Behavioral Management
Committee shall evaluate the
evidence and agree on a set of
disciplinary actions and a corrective
plan.

Expulsion

Immediately suspend the student offsite until the end of the investigation for a maximum of 5
days with a notification to the parent.

The Behavioral Management Committee shall evaluate the evidence and agree on a set of final
disciplinary actions which may include expulsion.

After following the prior steps, if the student continues to repeat the offense, the school is
permitted to apply to ADEK to expel the student.

In making an application to ADEK, the school shall include evidence that all the prior stages have
been followed, including proof of having provided sufficient counseling as per their behavior
strategy.
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
