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Understanding the Grade-Level Assessment Adjustments
Due to Exceptional Circumstances

We would like to draw your attention to Circulars 39, 53,
and 59 regarding our Common Core curriculum, as well as
the associated assessment policies and procedures.
Considering exceptional regional developments in the
Middle East and the UAE commencing on February 28,
2026, certain adjustments were made to the Term 2
assessment  framework and grade calculation
methodology.

While most scheduled assessments were conducted as
planned, a limited number of final examinations in
scheduled subjects could not be administered during the
final week of the term. In such instances, alternative
measures were implemented to ensure both continuity
and fairness. Students’ grades were determined through a
calculated average of selected online assessments
and periodic examinations. Where appropriate, periodic
examination scores were accorded additional weighting to
the
component. Additionally, supplementary online quizzes,

compensate for final examination
continuous assessments, projects, and assignments were
incorporated where necessary to ensure a comprehensive

and balanced evaluation.

The Senior Leadership Team has undertaken a thorough
review, moderation, and verification of all student grades
from Kindergarten to Grade 12. All assessment evidence
has been systematically documented and retained in
accordance with ADEK requirements for inspection
purposes. These measures have been implemented to
ensure the transparency, accuracy, and completeness of
each student’s academic record. Parents will be invited to
attend Parent-Teacher Conferences to review students’
assessments, subject to government announcements

regarding safety and approval from ADEK.
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Completion of Outstanding Assessments

Students who were absent for valid medical or other
approved reasons during the continuous assessment
period in February and Ramadan, as well as those with
incomplete assessments, projects, or tasks, were
closely followed up by their teachers and Heads of
Department. All outstanding work for Term 2 was
required to be completed and submitted no later
than Wednesday, March 25, 2026, at 9:15 p.m.

Please note that students who did not respond to
multiple reminders, follow-up communications, and
support from teachers and the senior leadership may
not have achieved their expected grades. We trust that
these  students  will demonstrate increased
commitment and put forth greater effort during the

remaining months of the third term.

We are committed to providing targeted intervention,
guidance, and encouragement throughout the third
term to ensure that all students reach their full
potential by the end of the academic year.
