Subject: Term 2 Assessment Plan and Parents' meetings

Dear Parents and Guardians,

Welcome to 2026, the year of “Family”! | hope you
enjoyed a blessed winter break with your children and
extended family members.

At Ajyal Al Falah, our students and families are our top
priority. As we focus on our students’ academic
attainment and progress, | would like to inform you
about the assessment arrangements for this term.

As previously discussed with you, the assessment
structure has been revised in alignment with the
updated ADEK Assessment Policy, ensuring that each
student’s final grade reflects their continuous
academic progress supported by both summative and
formative assessments, built on the DOK level of

guestioning.

As you may have noticed, the second term is
significantly shorter, with only ten weeks, and
coincides with the Holy Month of Ramadan. Due to
instructional time and

the reduced adjusted

schedules, midterm examinations or midterm quizzes

will not be administered.

To continue complying with ADEK’s guidelines and
ensure the fair and consistent evaluation of student
achievement, we have developed a structured

assessment plan for all subjects for term 2.

Assessment Structure for Term 2 (Grades 1-12)

A. Summative Assessment for Core Subjects (60%)

Summative assessments will measure students’
mastery of grade-level Common Core curriculum

standards.
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Final Examination: 40% (Administered only for
core subjects: English, Math, Science, Arabic,
Islamic Studies, Social Studies)

Periodic Examination: 20% (Administered once
during the term to capture continuous progress)

B. Formative Assessment for Core Subjects
(40%) English, Math, Science, Arabic, Islamic
Studies, Social Studies)

Formative assessments will measure ongoing
progress and skill development on a two-week
basis.

Quiz 1:10%
Quiz 2:10%
Project:10%
Assignments:10%

C. Assessment Structure for Non-Core and more
Practical Subjects (100%)

For non-core subjects and subjects with a practical
or skill-based component, including Physical
Education, Computer Science, Engineering,
Aviation, Art and Design, and Music, a different
assessment structure will be followed. These
subjects will not be included in the final
examination time frame. Instead, the 100 marks
will be distributed as follows:

Summative Quizzes: 20%
Projects/Performances/Creative Tasks: 20%
Practical Exams/Skill-Based Assessments:60%

Heads of Departments and the Grades 1-12
Teachers will communicate the time frames for
these assessments through weekly newsletters
and Google Classroom.
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The inclusion team and teachers will continue to
support students in the classroom and after-school
with specific support plans for those at risk or those
who did not perform well in their core subjects. We
will reach out to parents individually regarding the
timings.

| trust that you will be satisfied with this structured
assessment plan for the second term, and that you
will support both the school and your children
accordingly.

We will host our Parent-Teacher Conferences (PTC)
on January 13 and January 15, 2026. Meeting links
will be provided soon for you to schedule your
preferred times.
