We would like to share important information regarding
upcoming Term 3 assessments and examination

planning for our students in K-12.

Due to the circumstances requiring students to engage

in distance learning, in Grades

were introduced for the third termto ensure that

learning continues effectively within a safe and
structured environment, whether online or face-to-face,
in accordance with ADEK and UAE Crisis Management

announcements.

These planned assessments are directly aligned
the

Common Core Standards for each grade level. They

with checklists and rubricsthat incorporate

evaluate students’ knowledge and skills at key points in
the learning process and provide reliable data to inform
curriculum planning, grade-level curriculum standards
and requirements, gaps in learning, student progress,

and the overall effectiveness of teaching and learning.

Applying this policy to periodic assessmentsin the third
term provides clear evidence and transparency of each
student’s progress and readiness for promotion to the

next grade.

These assessments help identify strengths and learning
gaps, guide targeted instruction, ensure consistency and
alignment with curriculum standards, and support fair
evaluation across grade levels. They also monitor
progress over time, inform differentiated teaching,
prepare students for summative assessments and final
reporting, and ensure compliance with online safety and
student protection requirements.
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Assessments and assessment submission dates for all
subjects will be shared with parents by each Head of
Department and Grade-Level Coordinators, and teachers
on Google Classroom, so that students can prepare well
and continue with project-based learning provided over a
few days.

Kindergarten Department:

Kindergarten assessments will consist of continuous short
assessments, observations, presentations, online hands-
on demonstrations of learning, and RWI phonics and
reading assessments, all designed to support the quality of
teaching and learning and ensure effective progression to

the next phase.

Elementary Department

The Assessments and project-based learning completion
dates will be shared by teachers and coordinators with
parents in the elementary department. Parents are kindly
requested to support their children’s teachers when they
follow up on missing third-term assessments and tasks.
Teachers in the Elementary section will support students
by providing additional assessments to help strengthen

students’ final assessment outcomes.

Formative assessment (Grades 1-5) that involves ongoing
that
collaboration, group discussions, projects, and individual

activities support learning, including student
tasks such as mental math, open responses, “Do Nows,”
reviews, plenaries, check-ins, Google Forms, and short
quizzes, will be implemented. Teachers use rubrics,
checklists, discussions, and feedback to monitor progress

and guide learning.

For Summative assessment, the teachers will evaluate
overall student achievement through short quizzes,
Google form assessments, and project-based assessments
to measure mastery of key learning objectives and

curriculum standards.
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Middle and High School Departments

For students in Grades 6—12, the final examination
component for core subjects will be supported with
additional assessments.

Alternative evidence-based assessment tasks in Grades
6—12 will also be implemented in the form of short
quizzes to provide students with opportunities to
improve and achieve success. These may include online
or remote assessments such as projects, presentations,
and other flexible formats. All assessments will be
supported by clear marking criteria, rubrics, and answer
keys to ensure transparency, fairness, and effective
quality monitoring of teaching and learning.

For all assessments in Grades K-12, the Depth of
Knowledge (DOK) Levels 1-4 framework for questioning
will be used to promote a range of thinking skills.

Students are expected to adhere to all submissions on
Google Classroom and deadlines to ensure smooth
assessment processes and timely submission of work.
