Dear Parents and Guardians,

We thank you for supporting our school with our safety
procedures and academic policies.

As we transition into face-to-face teaching and learning
within the school building, it is important to inform you
that we must continue with our assessment schedules
for all Grades 1-12 students. This will ensure a valid,
reliable, and transparent record of student
achievement, which will be shared with parents and
ADEK to support student progression to the next grade.

We want to assure you that we remain mindful of our
students’ social and emotional well-being as they re-
enter the school building for the first time since these
unprecedented circumstances. We will continue to
monitor their well-being and provide support where
students may need assistance.

Examination rules and guidelines were shared in Circular
65, “Third Term Examinations, Assessment Guidelines
and Expectations,” which all students must adhere to
without exception in both Distance Learning and Face-
To-Face settings.

We kindly request your continued cooperation in
reinforcing these expectations with your children to
maintain a focused and orderly examination
environment. Parents will be informed of any violations,
and assessments will not be counted if students do not
follow examination protocols and guidelines.

Kindergarten department

Our Kindergarten students will continue with teachers’
observations and hands-on assessments in numeracy,
phonics, reading, drawing, and writing.
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Elementary School Department

Elementary students will complete three summative
assessments during the remainder of the term. These
assessments will be in the form of Periodic Quick Checks,
accompanied by short quizzes, project tasks, and fun
assignments and short assessment. to support student
learning and progression to the next grade. Teachers will
share the schedule so that parents are aware of all
assessments on each day for English and Arabic subjects.
Teachers in the Elementary department will use Google
Classroom, Google Forms, along with reading and
comprehension tasks and mathematics assignments, to
collect and analyse students’ assessment data. These tools
will help measure student understanding and accurately
track academic progress across subjects. Students will use
their Google Classroom accounts to access learning
materials, assignments, and assessments. Parents will be
informed by class and subject teachers about how each
assessment will take place.

Middle and High School (Grades 6—12)

As communicated by teachers and Heads of Departments,
for Face-To-Face and Distance Learning students, online
assessments and quizzes will continue in class according
to the schedule shared with parents.
Distance  Learning Students

(ADEK  Guidelines)

Please note the following:

1. Teachers will not conduct live lessons for Distance
Learning students as per ADEK’s guidelines.

2. Distance learning students must study
independently at home using the learning
materials and tasks posted on Google Classroom
by their teachers.

3. Attendance for Distance learning students will be
recorded based on the submission of assignments
and tasks on the same day. If assignments are late
and not submitted between 1:30 p.m. and 2:00
p.m. on the day, the student will be marked
absent, which may affect their progression and
passing status.

4. All Distance Learning students (Grades 1-12) will
receive support from classroom or subject
teachers between 1:30 p.m. and 3:00 p.m. in
groups daily.

5. Teachers will communicate with parents and will
provide a Google Meet link for these sessions.
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6. Distance learning students in Grades 6-12 must
follow the provided timetables and log in to
Google Classroom for the subject being
assessed.
Middle and High School students (Grades 6-12)
will complete periodic assessments and
examinations online during Periods 7 and 8,
according to the timetables and assessment
schedules.
8. High School students
Placement (AP) subjects will sit
assessments starting in Period 6.

Examination Rules for Distance Learning Students

(Grades 6—12)

1. Distance Learning students must keep their
cameras on and follow all examination
procedures and protocols outlined in Circular
64, as for face-to-face students.

2. The use of unauthorized devices or Al tools is
strictly prohibited during online assessments
and will be monitored by the newly added
Google Classroom assessment tools. Your
support is essential in ensuring accurate
assessment and smooth progression to the next
grade.

3. Any violation, including failure to keep the
camera on or the use of any unauthorized
device during examinations, will result in the
assessment not being counted and the student
being marked as absent.

Thank you for your continued support in ensuring that
our students adhere to the requirements mentioned
above and meet the Common Core Curriculum grade-
level standards and expectations.
