Subject: Timetable Changes Ensuring Curriculum Quality During Distance Learning

Dear Parents and Guardians,

| trust that you and your families are all keeping well as
we navigate through distance learning and continue to
make the best of the learning experience for our
students at Ajyal Al Falah.

As you are aware, we are committed to keeping you
informed of all updates and are doing our utmost to
follow ADEK regulations while maintaining curriculum
standards, ensuring that our students acquire the
necessary grade-level knowledge and skills to progress
successfully to the next grade at the end of the term.

After careful analysis of our students’ progress, and to
ensure that no essential content is missed across the
different subjects, it has become important to shift the
starting time of lessons from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. for
all Grades 6-12 students from Monday to Thursday.

The following changes were made to the timetables for
the Middle and High School students starting on
Monday, April 6, 2026:

Middle School students Grades 6-8

The start time for the first lesson for Grades 6—8 has
been adjusted from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., with the
school day now ending at 12:50 p.m. for Middle School

students from Monday to Thursday.

Scheduled breaks for the Grades 6-8 students will be
included in accordance with ADEK requirements on
screen time, ensuring students have appropriate rest
periods between lessons.

Teachers will identify students who require additional
support and will provide this after school hours.
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Parents are kindly requested to support the school by
ensuring that their children attend lessons on time and
keep their cameras on during sessions to fully engage with
their teachers.

Please note: During all short assessments online, students
are required to have their cameras turned on.

Assessments submitted without camera participation
will not be counted towards the student’s grade.

Friday schedules will remain unchanged

High School (Grades 9-12)

The timetable for High School (Grades 9—12) has also been
adjusted. Grades 9-12 Students are expected to attend
their first lesson starting at 8:00 a.m., with the school day
ending at 1:20 p.m. from Monday to Thursday.

Friday schedules will remain unchanged.

The High School subject teachers will continue to offer
individual and small group support sessions after school to
ensure that students develop the credits, knowledge, and
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skills required for university admission.

Portfolios, Project-based learning, and continuous

assessments

To compensate for the absence of full examinations at this
stage, Portfolios, and Project-Based Learning (PBL) will
continue to be implemented in both Middle and High
School. This will ensure that students obtain the required
assessment marks for the third term.

These projects will be guided by clear instructions from
teachers and assessed using specific rubrics and checklists

to ensure transparency and consistency.

In addition, short end-of-chapter and unit assessments

assignments, PowerPoint presentations, video
recordings, oral assessments, and simulated activities,
particularly during the initial phase of the Distance
Learning program, to support students and reinforce

learning and engagement.

Restrictions and Expectations for Student Submission of
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Portfolios, Projects, and Assignments

Students are expected to submit original work. Strict
measures will be taken in cases of plagiarism or
inappropriate use of Al tools. Projects should primarily
reflect students’ own understanding, with no more
than 20% use of external sources, including Al or

research, for support.

Quality and validity of assessment records

All assessments and observations of K-12 students’
progress for the third term will be carefully and
thoroughly recorded by teachers and reviewed by
Heads of Departments and senior leadership to provide
evidence-based support, assist students requiring
additional guidance, and ensure quality assurance and
feedback in accordance with ADEK requirements.

Kindergarten and Elementary students’ timetables

The timetable for Kindergarten and Elementary
will remain unchanged as per the start of the Distance

Learning program. Students will continue to begin their
day at 9:00 a.m., with limited screen time, breaks, and
lessons scheduled according to their individual
timetables in Grades K-5.

The only change to the Elementary (Grades 1-5)
timetable is the continuation of the ICT lessons. This is
to ensure that students are well prepared for the
mandatory MAP testingthat may take place following

the Distance Learning period.
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For both Kindergarten and Elementary students,
teachers will identify those who require additional
support and provide after-school sessions. Parents will
be informed of the links for these sessions that will take
place after 1:00 p.m.

Kindergarten and Elementary teachers will utilize

continuous assessments,  assignments,  tasks,

checkpoints, and short quizzes, including simulated
activities, particularly during this phase of the Distance
Learning programme, to support students and
reinforce both learning and engagement.

K-12 Well-being check-ins throughout the week

We thank our parents who responded positively to the
well-being check-ins conducted with our students by
teachers and support staff. These sessions are designed
to ensure that we remain connected with our students
and support their emotional and psychological well-
being.

To allow for greater flexibility for parents and
students, these sessions will take place throughout the
week and will be concluded by Friday, enabling us to
reach and support as many students as possible across
all grade levels.

Parents will be informed of meeting links
through Google Classroom. Teachers will continue to
use the Google Classroom platform for academic work

and Class Dojo for daily communication with parents.

As previously mentioned in our circulars, parents are
also welcome to reach out to our team for any support
they might need.

We sincerely appreciate our parents for responding to
the school's emails and calls regarding student
attendance. We also thank you for your continued
support in encouraging your children to attend all
lessons and engage actively. These collaborative efforts
help ensure that students meet grade-level curriculum

expectationsand continue to thrive during this

challenging period.
