Summative assessments
constituted 60% of the final grade, distributed as 40% for
the final examination and 20% for periodic assessments
(instead of a mid-term examination week). Formative
assessments accounted for the remaining 40% and were
distributed as follows: two formative quizzes (20 marks
total, 10 marks each), one project (10 marks), and
classwork assignments (10 marks).

Non-core subjects, including Physical Education,
Engineering, Aviation, Art, and Music, were not included
in the formal examination schedule during Ramadan due
to time constraints. Instead, these subjects were assessed
through formative methods such as quizzes, practical
evaluations, activities.

Students were provided with detailed rubrics and
assessment criteria to ensure clarity of expectations and
fairness in evaluation. All assessments in these subjects
were aligned with relevant learning standards and
objectives, while also allowing students sufficient time to
prepare for their core subject examinations.

Adjustments Due to Exceptional Circumstances

Due to exceptional regional developments in the Middle
East and the UAE beginning on February 28, 2026, certain
adjustments to the Term 2 assessment policy and grade
calculation process were made. While the majority of
scheduled assessments were conducted as planned, some
final examinations in selected subjects could not be
administered during the final week of the term.

In such cases, alternative measures were implemented to
ensure continuity and fairness. Students’ grades were
selected online

applicable, periodic examination scores were weighted

calculated using an average of

assessments and periodic examinations.
