Subject: Late Student Safety Procedures and Supervision Update

Dear Parents and Guardians,

Ajyal Al Falah’s management remains committed to
clear communication and a fully prepared, safe, and
welcoming environment for all K=12 students.

We therefore trust that all K-12 students will attend
school on Tuesday, April 21, 2026.

We are pleased to share that 95.78% of our students
attended school on Monday, April 20, as reported on
ADEK eSIS. We thank our parents for their continued
trust in our school’s procedures and policies, and for
encouraging their children to attend school and benefit
from an enriched, face-to-face learning experience.

We have provided a flexible start today to support
students and ensure full operational readiness,
including safety shelter drills practiced by Health and
Safety officers with students and staff. Decisions on
student safety and academics are continuously
reviewed to ensure the highest standards of safety and
educational quality for all.

We would like to share the following procedures that
have been put in place to ensure the safety of students
who are picked up late:

1. Teachers will supervise all late students in their
classrooms until 2:15 p.m.

2. Supervisors will then collect students who have
not been picked up by 2:15 p.m. and relocate
them as follows:
